The Assignment

Your letter should make it clear to us how this class will benefit from your presence here.  What is it about you that is so special, that we should be glad you’re here?  Think carefully about this—skills range from a pleasant disposition, to crafty and inspiring insights, from a great smile to a sense of style—why should we be glad you’re here?
